What kind of Minority were the Jews of Europe?

Over the centuries the status and self-perception of the Jews of Europe has changed. Originally defined by their religion, Jews also came to occupy a special role in economic life.  These positions were challenged first by the Enlightenment and then by emancipation. Prof Pulzer asks what happened to Jewish minority status under conditions of full citizenship, the rise of nationalism and finally under the Jewish response in the form of Jewish national revival and Zionism.  
Peter Pulzer was born in Vienna in 1929 and emigrated to England in 1939. He was educated at the University of Cambridge and taught Modern History and Politics at the University of Oxford between 1957 and 1996, from 1984 as Gladstone Professor of Government and Fellow of All Souls' College.  He has held numerous visiting professorships in Europe and North America and holds an honorary doctorate from the University of Innsbruck. His principal publications include The Rise of political Anti-Semitism in Germany and Austria, Jews and the German State 1848-1933: The Political History of a Minority and Germany 1870-1945: State-Building, Politics and War.
